The Bank of Australasia opened here on 24th Dec 1856. 

Purchased from the Crown by Bank of Australasia 9th July 1857.

New premises of Bank of Australasia opened in Broadway on Wednesday last [30th Dec 1858] – MADA 4th Jan 1859.

It closed 13th January 1865. The known managers were Walter Wilson Duke 1858-1863, Farquhar P G McCrae 1863-1864 & Charles M Poynter 1864-1865.

Bank of Australasia, All 20, bank building, manager’s residence, shed & c, £117 – 1863 rates.

Farquhar Perry Gordon McCrae, brick building, £106 – July 1864 rates.

Charles M [Poynter], brick building – Nov 1864 rates.

Bank of Victoria (NAB) 1865-1998

This bank was opened in 1856 in a small building on part of 92 Broadway. In 1860 the bank closed. When the Bank of Australasia closed its Dunolly branch in 1865 the Maryborough branch of the Bank of Victoria opened an agency in that bank’s vacated premises. This was at 72 Broadway. In 1868 the acency became a branch in its own right. A new brick bank was built in 1871. The Bank of Victoria became the Commercial Banking Company of Sydney in 1927. The old bank building was pulled down and the existing building was erected in 1958. In 1981 the CBC amalgamated with the National Bank to become National Australia Bank. The Dunolly branch of the NAB was closed on 10th February 1998.

Bank of Victoria purchased allotment in 1866 [should be 1865] for £70 – Tailings May 1968.

Bank of Victoria agency now open in Dunolly, M McLeod, Maryborough – DBE 20th July 1865.

William Fairclough, brick bank & c, £150 – 1867-1869 rates.

Remains of Cahill, formerly of Bank of Victoria Dunolly and Inglewood, and late of Maryborough, interred in Maryborough cemetery. Fairclough and others returning home, horse driven by former, dashed his leg through dashboard and wheel. Watson, the lay reader who read the service was thrown from his horse but uninjured – DBE 1st Aug 1867.

Testimonial for W Fairclough, manager of Bank of Victoria, had been six years in Dunolly – DBE 17th Sept 1869.
